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ORDINANCE NO. 26 -

AN ORDINANCE AUTHORIZING THE EXECUTION OF AN ANNEXATION AGREEMENT FOR THE PROPERTY LOCATED AT 
7S731 OLESEN DRIVE (KERRIGAN ESTATES)

RECITALS

1. WHEREAS, D.J.K. Custom Homes, Inc., an Illinois corporation, 532 S. Webster Street, Naperville, IL 60540 (“Petitioner”), has petitioned the City of Naperville (“City”) for annexation of the real property located at 7S731 Olesen Drive, Naperville, IL 60540 and legally described on Exhibit A and depicted on Exhibit B (“Subject Property”).
2. WHEREAS, the Thomas F. Kerrigan Living Trust dated June 20, 2023 and the Margaret V. Kerrigan Living Trust dated June 20, 2023, the beneficial interest of said trusts being held by Thomas F. Kerrigan and Margaret V. Kerrigan, Co-Trustees, 442 Fish Tale Road, Daniel Island, SC 29492, is the owner of the Subject Property (“Owner”) and has authorized the Petitioner to submit the request for annexation.
3. WHEREAS, the Petitioner has requested that the City approve this ordinance approving an annexation agreement for the Subject Property (“Ordinance”) along with ordinances approving annexation of the Subject Property, rezoning of the Subject Property to R1A (Low Density Single-Family Residence District) upon annexation, a preliminary/final plat of subdivision, and a variance to the maximum peak building height (hereinafter cumulatively referenced herein as the “Kerrigan Estates Ordinances”).
4. WHEREAS, the Petitioner is ready, willing, and able to enter into an annexation agreement and to perform the obligations required herein and as set forth in the Naperville Municipal Code (“Code”), as amended from time to time.
5. WHEREAS, the Petitioner and the City of Naperville have fully complied with the statutory and Code provisions required for the approval and execution of an annexation agreement.
6. WHEREAS, the City Council of the City of Naperville has determined that it is in the best interests of the City of Naperville to enter into the Annexation Agreement attached hereto as Exhibit C (“Annexation Agreement”) as provided herein.
	NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF NAPERVILLE, DUPAGE AND WILL COUNTIES, ILLINOIS, in exercise of its home rule authority, as follows:

	SECTION 1:  The foregoing Recitals are incorporated as though fully set forth in this Section 1.  All exhibits referenced in this Ordinance shall be deemed incorporated and made part hereof.
	SECTION 2:  The Mayor is authorized and directed to execute, and the City Clerk is authorized and directed to attest, the Annexation Agreement for 7S731 Olesen Drive attached hereto as Exhibit C.
	SECTION 3: The City Clerk is authorized and directed to record certified copies of the Kerrigan Estates Ordinances, including their Exhibits, with the DuPage County Recorder in the following order: (1) Annexation Agreement; (2) Annexation; (3) Rezoning; (4) Preliminary/Final Plat of Subdivision; (5) Variance. 
SECTION 4: If this Ordinance and the Annexation Agreement it approves are not recorded with the office of the Recorder in which the Subject Property is located within one (1) year of their approval and passage by the Naperville City Council, this Ordinance and the Annexation Agreement shall be null and void without any further action by the City.  
SECTION 5: If any section, paragraph, or provision of this Ordinance shall be held to be invalid or unenforceable for any reason, the invalidity or unenforceability of such section, paragraph, or provision, shall not affect any of the remaining provisions of this Ordinance or any other City ordinance, resolution, or provision of the Naperville Municipal Code. Technical and minor substantive revisions as deemed acceptable to the City Attorney may be made to this Ordinance and to the exhibits hereto prior to recordation with the office of the DuPage County Recorder.
	SECTION 6:  	 This Ordinance shall be in full force and effect upon its passage and approval.
