Lili Burciaga (Naperville) ALMAS – Alliance of Latinos Motivating Action in the Suburbs - ALMAS (Alliance of Latinos Motivating Action in the Suburbs) is the first Latino-led and Latino-serving nonprofit organization in Naperville, IL. The ALMAS Board of Directors stand in support of the continuation of the City of Naperville’s Sister Cities Commission. This support, however, hinges on the Commission’s ability to realign with its fundamental purpose, which closely aligns with various facets of our own mission. We strongly believe that the Commission's partnerships with cities such as Nitra, Pátzcuaro, and Cancún present immense opportunities for enriching Naperville's cultural diversity. We trust that the Naperville City Council members will recognize and advocate for the Commission's integral role in promoting cultural and global awareness within our community. Reflecting upon ALMAS’ past interactions with the Sister Cities Commission, we propose the following recommendations: 1) Amplify Transparency: The Commission’s relationship with the Sister Cities Foundation needs to be more transparent, considering the Commission's dependency on the Foundation. Implementing a Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) that clearly outlines the Foundation's functions and its interaction with the Commission will be paramount in ensuring clarity and accountability. This includes ensuring members of the Foundation are publicly disclosed to ensure no conflict of interest exists. 2) Empower the Commission: It would be beneficial to delegate more authority to the Commission in areas directly related to the City of Naperville, such as access to the Mayor, City Council members, municipal building and other opportunities where the City connection could be beneficial. The Commission should be the guiding force for the Foundation, reversing the current dynamic. 3) Selecting Committed Commissioners: Commissioners should be chosen based on their enthusiasm and capability to commit to the mission of fostering international ties and cultural exchange with the three Sister Cities. The potential for representation and opportunity is vast, but it hinges on the Commission executing its mandate effectively. Ideally, Commissioners should speak the languages of Naperville’s Sister Cities and/or have ties to (or be willing to develop ties to) our Sister Cities. ALMAS’ dedication to nurturing cultural relations harmonizes with the Commission's potential in fostering global connections and cultural comprehension. We believe there is untapped potential in the Sister Cities Commission, and with the implementation of the above changes, we are confident that it can be realized.
