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12. AL PLANT MATERIAL ON THIS PLANTING PLAN REPRESENTS THE INTENTION AND INTENSITY OF
THE PROPOSED LANDSCAPE MATERIAL._THE EXACT SPECIES AND LOCATIONS MAY VARY IN THE
FIELD DO TO MODIFICATIONS IN THE SITE IMPROVEMENTS AND THE AVAILABILITY OF PLANT
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UNDERGROUND_ ELECTRICAL FEEDERS, SANITARY SEWERS, SANITARY SERVICES, WATER MAINS,
AND WATER SERVICES. TREES SHALL BE INSTALLED A MINIMUM OF TEN FEE
HORIZONTALLY FROM UTILITY STRUCTURES AND APPURTENANCES, INCLUDING, BUT NOT LIMITED,
70, MANHOLES, VALVE VAULTS, VALVE BOXES AND FIRE MYDRANTS. NO TREES, SHRUBS OR
OBSTACLES WILL BE ALLOWED 10’ IN FRONT OF, 5’ ON THE SIDES, AND 7' TO THE REAR
OF THE ELECTRICAL TRANSFORMER.
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
