SECTION 1: Title 3 (Business and License Regulations), Chapter 3 (Liquor and 

Tobacco Control), Section 11 (Liquor License and Permit Classifications) of the Naperville 

Municipal Code is hereby amended by adding the underlined language as follows: 

3-3-11:  LIQUOR LICENSE AND PERMIT CLASSIFICATIONS:

Liquor 

Tasting 

1/month for no greater than 3 consecutive days ($100/yr.) or weekly for no 

greater than 2 consecutive days ($200/yr.) 

Annual Fee $1,700.00 



Other Capped at 64.  Square footage requirements are not applicable to renewal
