WHAT IS AN E-BIKE?

A bicycle with fully operable pedals and an
electric motor of less than 750 watts.
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Max Speed 20 mph 20 mph 28 mph
REQUIRED EQUIPMENT:
* Functioning brakes * Reflective tires or wheel rims
* Front-facing white light * Functional speedometer (Class 3 only)

* Rear-facing red reflector or light Visible class label

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PROHIBITED DEVICES

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WHAT ISN'T AN E-BIKE?

By ordinance, the following types of devices are NOT e-bikes and are prohibited on public streets, bike
lanes, sidewalks, and multi-use paths in Naperville unless titled and registered as motor vehicles and
operated pursuant to state law:
Motor-driven cycles, minibikes, pocket bikes, dirt bikes, motor-assisted skateboards, and
hover boards, among others. See the ordinance for a full list of prohibited devices.
