Dr William’s notes under Employee Retention that 2 key take aways of the Metropolitan Mayors Caucus/University of Illinois pilot were “(a) a focused effort on improving the workplace for all employees will yield a positive impact on the entire workforce, and (b) there is direct correlation between purposeful community engagement and building trust with those residents who do not regularly engage.” I would like to add that beyond employee retention that working towards improving communication and trust for the entire community will also improve communication and trust for residents who may feel or be marginalized.
