in January 2013, Hadiya Pendleton was tragically shot and killed at
age 15; and on June 4, 2021 to recognize the 24™ birthday of Hadiya
Pendleton, people across the United States will recognize National
Gun Violence Awareness Day and wear orange in tribute to Hadiya,
other victims of gun violence and the loved ones of those victims; and

we renew our commitment to reduce gun violence and pledge to do
all we can to keep fircarms out of the wrong hands and encourage
responsible gun ownership to keep our children safe.

NOW, THEREFORE, I, Steve Chirico, Mayor of the City of Naperville, do hereby
proclaim the first Friday in June, June 4, 2021, as
